NOTICE

1. This is an "universally" securing device for children. It is approved in accordance with Rule Ne 44
for general use in vehicles and is suitable for most but not all seats in cars.

2. Placing is correct if the vehicle manufacturer has declared in the Manual for the use of the vehicle
that in the vehicle may be placed "Universal" Safety devices for children of this age group.

3. This securing device for children is classified as "universal" under more stringent conditions than
those applied in previous structures, which don’t have this remark.

4. If you have doubt, consult the manufacturer of safety equipment for children or the seller.

Only suitable if the approved vehicles are fitted with
3-points static or 3-point retractor safety-belts.
Approved to UN/ECER Regulation No. 16 or other
equivalent standarts.

(_ SAFETY REQUIREMENTS )

The correct use and maintenance of your car seat will ensure it gives long and trouble free use.
When somebody else is using your car seat, ensure they also know to use it, especially the correct
way to adjust it. The safety of your child is your responsibility.

WARNING!

1. Please read throughly before commencing installation, as an incorrect installation could be
dangerous.

2. The child seat must only be installed in the forward facing position.

3. It is most important that the seat belt is correctly routed and the child seat tightened down on the
upholstery as firmly as possible to ensure maximum protection. Belts restraining the child must be
must be adjusted to his body and not twisted.

4. Do not add to modify this product in anyway.

5. Never use this product if it has been in an accident, or if it has become badly worn.

6. Do not leave a child in the seat unattended at anytime.

7. Ensure that no part of the seat or seat belt is trapped in a door or a folding seat. If your car has a
folding rear seat, ensure that it is correctly latched in its up right position.

8. Car interiors can become very hot when standing in direct sunlight, it is therefore recommended
that the child seat, when not in use, is covered by a towel etc. This prevents components,
particularly those attached to the child seat, becoming hot and burning the child.

9. The safety belt buckle is not fully tamper-proof and there for your child should be persuaded
never to play with it.

10. Luggage and other heavy objects should be secured in the car boot. Loose object are liable to
cause injury in the event of an accident.

11. The child seat must not be used without the cover, the seat cover should not be replaced with
any cover. Other than one supplied by the manufacturer of this seat.

12. It is appropriate only if approved vehicles are equipped with a 3-point holding device of safety
belt, approved in accordance with Rule Ne 16 of the ECE at the UN or other equivalent standards.
13. The hard components or plastic parts of safety device for children should be deployed and
installed in way that during everyday use of the vehicle not be jammed by the movable seats or
doors.

14. Waist belt has to be adjusted low so that child’s pelvis is restrained tight!

15. Follow closely the instructions for installation. Failure can result in injury to the child!

16. Safety device for children should not be used without case!

17. The manufacturer only guarantees the seat when the original owner uses it.

18. Remove the headrest of the passenger seat being used if it causes an obstruction for proper
installation of the seat, but do not forget to refit the headrest after use.

19. This seat can be used for children of 15- 36 kg in weight (approximately 6 years to 12 years)
and is used it being thrown about in the event of an accident.



20. When the child seat is not in use, it is recommended that is fastened into the car with a seat belt
to avoid it being thrown about in the event of an accident.

21. Store this child seat in a safe place when it is not being used. Avoid placing heavy object on top
of it.

22. If you travel with passengers using both the front and rear passenger seats, the lighter
occupants should be in the rear and the heavier occupants in the front of the vehicle.

23. Do not allow your child seat to come into contact with corrosive substances e.g. Battery acid.
WARNING! Do not use any load bearing contact points other than those described in the
instructions and marked on the child restraint. Ensure the vehicle seat buckle is not positioned in or
in front of the specified (labelled) belt guide of the child restraint system.

GHE TYPE OF APPROVED SEAT BELT YOU MUST HAVE \
Your child seat can only be installed forward facing using a lap and diagonal seat belt in the front or rear
passenger seat of the car. (FIG. A)

FITTING THE CHILD CAR SEAT
WITH BOOSTER CUSHION ONLY

Step 1. Place the child car seat booster cushion on the passenger seat ensuring it is firmly against
the vehicle seat.

Step 2. Sit your child on the booster cushion with the child’s back against the backrest. Place the
seat belt around child positioning the lap section of the safety belt under both armrests. Insert the
buckle tongue in the belt buckle and pull the lap belt tight, ensuring the belt is worn low down so that
the child is fully engaged. Thread the diagonal belt over the armrest on the buckle side only. Pull the
Diagonal belt tight.

Step 3. To release your child from the booster cushion, simply release the belt buckle and carefully
remove your child from the booster cushion. When the booster cushion is not in use always secure
it by placing the seat belt around it.

MAKE SURE THAT THERE ARE NO TWIST IN THE SEAT BELT!
IMPORTANT: When using the child car seat in the front passenger seat, it is most important that the
vehicle seat is in the upright position.

(MAINTAINING YOUR CAR SEAT)

The seat may be cleaned with warm water. Do not use house hold detergents.

Remove the cover from the seat before washing. The cover must be washed by and in warm water.
Do not tumble dry or iron.

Note: Please keep these instructions. You can put these instructions in your vehicle handbook or
insert these instructions into any gap between the cover and the plastic seat.
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
